EXAMPLE ABSTRACT:

Systematic Review and Economic Evaluation of Lifestyle Interventions to Treat Overweight and Obesity in Avon Children

Aim: To estimate the life-time cost-effectiveness of interventions to treat obesity in primary school aged children from an NHS perspective.

Background: Obesity in children is associated with a range of adverse health conditions. Obese children are more likely to be obese as adults and develop related diseases. It is a public health priority to prevent and treat obesity in children and adults, in order to reduce morbidity and premature mortality.

Methodology: Updated systematic review of costs and effects of child lifestyle interventions to treat obesity evaluated in randomised controlled trials (RCTs). Economic evaluation adapting the National Heart Forum economic model to predict NHS costs, life expectancy and incidence of obesity related disease. Cohorts of obese and overweight children were simulated using height and weight data, collected as part of the National Child Measurement Programme, for 4-5 and 10-11 year olds in the Avon area. The cohort was ‘aged’ by the model, developing weight related disease and incurring treatment costs based on projections from the Health Survey for England.

Results: Ten RCTs were identified; setting, intensity and delivery of interventions varied widely. The median effect of interventions was a -0.13 (range: 0.04 to -0.60) reduction in BMI-SDS at 12-months. Cost of intervention ranged from £108 to £2,400 per child. For obese children aged 10-11 a median estimate of effect size and cost (£400 per child) led to an increase in life expectancy of 0.19 years and an incremental life-time undiscounted cost saving of £110, though this saving did not emerge until nearly 60 years post-intervention. Discounted cost per life year gained was £13,589. Results were broadly similar for children aged 4-5 and when targeting both obese and overweight children.

Conclusions: Interventions to treat childhood obesity are potentially cost-effective, although the majority of cost-savings and health benefits will not appear until after the sixth decade of life.

Important information regarding abstract layout:





The abstract must be no longer than 300 words maximum (excluding title, authors and affiliations, keywords and references)


Text should be single line spaced with justified margins


Each abstract must use Word Arial font in size 11 point


Abstracts should be saved as a Word document using the author’s name as the file name


Abstracts should be presented in accordance with the following guidance:


The title of the abstract must be in bold. The first letter of each word of the title must be in upper sentence case.


Full details of all the authors must be provided. This should include name; role and organisation/affiliation


The name of the author that wishes to present at the conference must be underlined


The authors’ roles and organisations/affiliations should be written in italics


The aim of the abstract presentation must be clear


It is advised to use the following sub-headings where relevant and appropriate:


Aim


Background


Methodology


Results / Findings


Conclusions / Recommendations





Abstracts that fail to adhere to the required abstract layout as outlined above will be rejected. Abstracts will be reproduced on the conference website exactly as submitted, so please check abstracts carefully before submission.





Abstracts will be peer reviewed and presenting authors of successful abstracts will be notified by 12th November 2012.  





Please note that acceptance of your abstract does not give you a delegate place at the conference and you will be required to register a place when registration opens in November.





Oral presentations will generally be allocated 12 minutes, followed by 3 minutes for discussion. Poster presentations will be provided with space for one board.
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
