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1   Overall principle is that  study leave should be used to support participation in activities which are primarily for an  StRs personal educational benefit.  Judgement required to distinguish betwee n “ new learning ” and “ no new  educational    v alue ”.  Where your training location requests that you attend a conference primarily to present work  on their behalf, the service base should fund attendance if there is no significant new educational value for you .    

Study Leave   is required   –   review  remaining  leave  allocation and  complete form  as required  

General Exemptions   from study leave include: ARCP  meetings, supervisory meetings, journal club  teleconferences, HPA clinical update teleconferences,  Regional Tra ining Committee business meetings, Registrar  Business meetings, statutory and mandatory training,  Learning Sets
